| . TELEPHONI C CONFERENCE

Since the first scheduling conference may be set before the
def endant has been served or has appeared in the case, counsel
for the plaintiff is responsible for notification of defendant of
the setting of the first Rule 16(b) Conference. If plaintiff's
counsel is unable to notify the defendant, then plaintiff's
counsel shall, at least two (2) working days prior to the
schedul ed Rul e 16(b) Conference, so notify the Court so that the
conference can be reschedul ed.

1. DUTY TO CONFER

Prior to each scheduling and/or status conference held
pursuant to Fed. R GCv. P. 16, counsel should consult regarding
schedul es for conpletion of discovery, filing of notions, trial
and pretrial activities. Attached as Exhibit "A" to this
standing order is a Form Rule 16(b) Scheduling Stipulation/ O der
whi ch may be conpleted (and signed) in advance of the conference
date. Also see Fed. R CGv. P. Appendix of Forms, Form 35.

Trial and pretrial dates may be obtained by the parties/counsel
by tel ephone consultation with the Court’s case manager.

I'11. ATTENDANCE

The attendance of all unrepresented parties and counsel for
each represented party is required at the scheduling and/or
status conference. Attendance may be by tel ephone or in person.
Those desiring to attend by tel ephone should notify Chanbers at
| east one (1) full business day in advance of the schedul ed
conference. Attendance at the scheduling conference is not
required if a fully executed and conpl eted Rul e 16(b) Schedul i ng
Stipul ati on, which proposes a schedule (including trial) wthin
14 nmonths of the date on which the conplaint was filed, is
submtted to the Court. |If the parties reach such a stipul ation
said stipulation is to be submtted two (2) full business days in
advance of the date set for the conference.



V. INITIAL DI SCLOSURE

I n accordance with Fed. R Cv. P. 26(f), the parties shall,
at |east 14 days prior to the scheduling conference, neet for
di scussions in accordance with Rule 26(f) and for the purpose of
preparing a proposed discovery plan. Mreover, within 10 days of
the 26(f) neeting (i.e. at least 4 days prior to the first
schedul i ng conference), the parties m shall nake disclosure
pursuant to Rule 26(a)(1).

V. CONFERENCE LENGIH

It is anticipated that no conference shall last nore than 15
m nutes. These conferences are expected to be brief and nmay be
conducted by a law clerk or other court personnel. |[If a |onger

conference is anticipated or desired, the parties should notify
the court in witing, specifying the reasons for a |onger
conference and the total anount of time needed. |f necessary,
the conference will then be reschedul ed.

VI. FILING OF MOTI ONS

The appropriate nmethod for conmunication with the Court is
via witten notion in accordance with the [ocal rules.
