On March 13, 2003, the plaintiff, Ramada Franchise Systems,

Inc., filed a motion to compel the defendant, Dwan Brown, to

respond to post-judgment asset discovery interrogatories.  The

motion was referred to the United States Magistrate Judge for

determination. 

 Pursuant to Local Rule 7.2(a)(2), responses to motions in

civil cases are to be filed within fifteen days after service of

the motion.  Brown has not filed a response to this motion, and the

time for responding has now expired.  Rule 7.2(a)(2) further

provides that “[f]ailure to respond timely to any motion . . . may

be deemed good grounds for granting the motion.”  

In the absence of a response by Brown, Ramada’s motion to

compel is granted.  Brown is directed to answer the interrogatories

within eleven days of the date of this order.
