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On December 14, 2010, the District Court authorized implementation of a Reentry/Drug Court
Program for the Western District of Tennessee. A Memorandum of Understanding summarizing the
Reentry/Drug Court Program was entered into between Chief Judge Jon P. McCalla, on behalf of the
Court, the Chief United States Probation Officer, the United States Attorney, and the Federal Public
Defender. Court sessions, Orders and other actions will be docketed under the “RC” (standing for
Reentry/Drug Court) case docket, which will be opened for each Reentry/Drug Court participant upon
admission to the Program. The Program itself, while referred to in this Order as the Reentry/Drug
Court, may operate under a different title, which would be adopted by the Court at a future date.

The Reentry/Drug Court Program Manual governs the practices for the program and will be
revised from time to time to incorporate evidence-based results and best practices. The manual provides
that the participating Article III District Judge or Article I Magistrate Judge may engage in judicial
activities that include, but are not limited to:

17 Waiver of permission by the sentencing Judge to allow Reentry/Drug Court participants
to appear before a presiding Reentry/Drug Court Judge;

2. Imposing all authorized consequences and sanctions on individuals participating in the
Reentry/Drug Court, including short or intermittent confinement; and/or

3 Recommending the modification and/or reduction of the participant’s term of supervised
release upon successful completion of the Program.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT

1; The Reentry/Drug Court Program for the Western District of Tennessee, which will be
governed by the Reentry/Drug Court Program Manual, is approved; and

2. The Article III Judges and Article I Magistrate Judges of this District Court are
authorized to participate in the program and to engage in all judicial activities provided
for in the Reentry/Drug Court Program Manual.
